
 
 

BW Apartment Parking Regulations 
 
Please review the following guidelines for parking in university apartment lots. Your knowledge and compliance 
is essential to ensure the best possible parking opportunity.  
 

• BW Apartment parking permits are required.  

• All university apartment parking lots are reserved for residents of the address only. 

• Student tenants with BW Apartment parking permits may also park in any BW student lot.  

• If your apartment lot is full, park in the next closest available student lot.  

• Resident only parking will be closely regulated and enforced in order to provide preferred parking to 
resident permit holders.  

• Unauthorized vehicles and vehicles without the necessary BW parking permit will be towed. 

•  Apartment lots are appropriately signed and student apartment residents are required to inform their 
guests of this parking policy.  

• BW Apartment parking permits are recorded with Campus Access Services to indicate parking privileges 
for university apartment lots.  

• Please check your permit to be sure it is an Apartment permit. If you have any questions contact Campus 
Access Services at (440) 826-2410.  

• Permits are not transferrable between persons.  

• Parking permits are the property of Baldwin Wallace University and are valid only for the individual use of 
active students and employees and are void if transferred between persons.  

• Vehicles bearing defaced, altered, lost or stolen permits will be booted/towed.  

• Parties in possession of such permits will be ticketed for illegal permit use.  

• Fine for illegal use of permit is $200.  

 
 

 All vehicles, including unregistered and guest vehicles, may be automatically booted/towed for the following 
violations:  

• Blocking access, in any way, to fire hydrants, sidewalks, doors, reserved service parking or dumpsters.  

• Double parked or obstructing free access of another vehicle or pedestrians.  

• Parking on grass or anywhere outside a lined parking space that may impair public safety or damage 
property.  

• Parking in reserved Hall Director or service and delivery spaces. 

• Multiple parking violations.  

• Guest of BW Apartment residents may park in the closest available general student parking lot.   Check 
carefully to avoid lots that are designated as “no parking 2 am – 7:30 am”.  If your guests receive a ticket 
in a general student lot please print and sign your name, and university number on the back of the ticket 
& return it to Parking Services.   

• ONLY LINED PARKING SPACES ARE LEGAL PARKING SPACES.  

• Please respect your neighbors.  

• Do not park on private residential or commercial property.  

• Your vehicle may be towed, without warning, by the owner.
